You can get ShakeAlert-powered alerts through your cell phone, so you can take
immediate protective action, such as DROP-COVER-HOLD ON.

* Mobile Apps

Several ShakeAlert-powered apps are available for free download on mobile devices. Always ensure you have
completed any updates to your phone's operating system. It's fine to have more than one alert method enabled.
